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From The Pastor’s Desk
Confronting Hypocrisy
In The Churxch

Beloved Church Family:

W armest greetings I send to you in Jesus’ precious Name. I am praying and
hoping all is well with you. For most people the summer time is the most relax time of
the year when they go on vacations, have weddings and family re-union. It is a time
that the believer can easily compromise his faith and conform to what the rest of the
world is doing and become a hypocrite. So in this summer issue of the Traveler’s
Newsletter we shall focus on: Confronting Hypocrisy in the Church

The Church is a group of believers in Jesus Christ and His teaching. The

criterion for identifying the church is love. The Church is a fellowship of followers of
Jesus bound together by His love. Jesus taught that His disciples or followers will be
identified by their love one for another. Where genuine love is lacking, hypocrisy is
the norm. In the Church today, does hypocrisy exists? The answer is a resounding
“YES™!

During the time of Christ’s ministry, hypocrisy abounded too. The religious

leaders, teachers and Pharisees of his days were very hypocritical. A hypocrite is one
who is an actor trying to be who they are not. Jesus confronted hypocrisy during
his ministry. There is therefore great need for us to confront hypocrisy in the Church
today. Jesus taught that his disciple will be known by their love one for another. He
further taught if you love Him, you will obey His commands. In Matthew 22, a
Pharisee, an expert in the law, then tested Him with this question: “Teacher, which is
the greatest commandment in the Law?” Jesus replied: “‘Love the Lord your God with
all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.” This is the first and
greatest commandment. And the second is like it: ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.” All
the Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments” (Mat 22:36-40). Yet the
Scribes and the Pharisees did not practice these commandments as such they were
hypocrites. Jesus confronted such hypocrisy. We too must confront the hypocrisy that
exists in the Church for failure to obey these commandments too.

Jesus didn’t mince words when it came to hypocrisy. Jesus began by
cautioning believers against thoughtlessly obeying the hypocrites who taught and
actually add to what the Scriptures say but did none of it. They talk the talk but do not
walk the walk. So believes must focus on the words of the hypocrites because
their works mislead. Then Jesus said to the crowds and to his disciples: “The
teachers of the law and the Pharisees sit in Moses’ seat. So you must be careful to do
everything they tell you. But do not do what they do, for they do not practice what they
preach” (Matthew 23:1-3, NIV).

Jesus then continued to warn against the hypocrisy of the Scribes (teachers of

the law) and the Pharisees. They tie up heavy, cumbersome loads and put them on other
people’s shoulders, but they themselves are not willing to lift a finger to move them
(Matthew 23:4). Hypocrites love to overburden others and stand back and
watch. Such hypocrisy in the church has to be confronted and challenged.

Jesus also observed and warned, “Everything they do is done for people to see:
They make their phylacteries [That is, boxes containing Scripture verses, worn on
forehead and arm] wide and the tassels on their garments long; they love the place of
honor at banquets and the most important seats in the synagogues; they love to be
greeted with respect in the marketplaces and to be called ‘Rabbi’ by others. “But you
are not to be called ‘Rabbi,” for you have one Teacher, and you are all brothers. And do
not call anyone on earth ‘father,” for you have one Father, and he is in heaven. Nor are
you to be called instructors, for you have one Instructor, the Messiah. The greatest
among you will be your servant. For those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and
those who humble themselves will be exalted” (Matthew 23:5-12).

Hypocrisy is acting to be who you are not and the Pharisees were well-known
for putting on a great show in the public whereas exempting themselves from their own
rules in private. To confront hypocrisy in the church implies the Church must
not allow the failure of integrity of the leadership to cause the church to get
away with casual and even ar amlgdoft a
practicing agape love. And since no human leader is beyond failure and hypocrisy,
each believer must imitate the leader thoughtfully and carefully. And even though a
pastor or leader’s failure may and can cause a ripple effect in the followership, each
believer is still accountable for choices made. In the case we are considering, Jesus
confronted hypocrisy and did not use the leaders’ failures as an excuse for the
followers’ lack of integrity.

Finally, continue to pray for our Church members that we walk continually in

the victory that Christ has won for us. Be in prayers regularly one for another that our
Church will continue to have a strong, healthy and well balanced growth with genuine
love; passion for the kingdom of God; and compassion towards mankind as we, at Mt
Traveler, ride the wave of ministering the Jesus way. Pray for the bereaved, the sick
and shut-in and all the various needs of our membership, especially those going through
various changes, temptations and crisis in life. Pray for my good health and that God
through the Holy Spirit would lead me in His paths to be the kind of shepherd He
desires. Ilove you and I am praying for you too.

The Mt. Traveler Baptist Church Scholarship Committee has amended the
guidelines for the scholarship that is awarded to high school seniors each year.
The following guidelines are effective immediately.

1. Applicants must attend Mt. Traveler Baptist Church regularly and participate
in organizations and activities within the church.
2. Applicants must be of good moral character.

3. Effective 2015, applicants must have a minimum 3.0 grade point average
based on the school’s academic transcript.

4. Applicants must provide the name of the technical school, college, university,
or other post-secondary education institution they plan to attend.

5. Scholarship funds will be provided upon written notification of enrollment to
the post-secondary institution of the applicant’s choice.

6. The scholarship check will be issued to the scholarship recipient.
7. If the scholarship recipient fails to attend a post-secondary institution, the
funds must be returned to the Mt. Traveler Missionary Baptist Church

Scholarship Committee.

8. In the event of a tie vote on any issue, the chairperson of the scholarship
committee shall vote to break the tie.

9. Scholarship awards are given to current-year graduates.
10. Any scholarship not claimed within two years from the date originally
awarded shall be cancelled and returned to the scholarship program unless

otherwise specifically exempted by the Scholarship Committee.

11. The Scholarship Committee will meet on the last Sunday of May, unless the
Chair selects another date, to approve scholarship applications.
